
Neudorf Stadium Event Guidelines 
The following guidelines are set forth so that all events may be run in a safe and orderly 
fashion.  Failure to comply with these guidelines may result in non-renewal of your event 
contract. 
 

1. All administrators and coaches will check in w/security upon arrival to identify 
leadership and receive the yellow acceptable behaviors cards for crowd control.  

2. No drugs, alcohol or tobacco on premises. 
• This means no smoking unless patrons are completely off the property. 

3. All fans are to be in stands. 
4. No standing along the fence line. 
5. No fans/parents on the track or field. 
6. No fans on the visiting sidelines or visiting stands. 

• Exceptions are school district personnel, personnel specific w/I.D. 
badges, coaches & uniformed, players. 

7. No parking in fire lanes. 
• Violators will be towed at their expense. 

8. No blocking of doors, gates or access to the stadium & parking lots. 
• Violators will be towed at their expense. 

9. Stadium sound system will be kept @ a level that is acceptable. 
• This level will be determined by Tukwila School District personnel. 

10. Acceptable language & behavior is what is expected of all participants and 
spectators. 

• Any language or behavior issues may subject participant and/or spectator 
to immediate removal from premises. 

11. School will provide personnel to monitor crowd behavior. 
12. Monitors will provide 1st contact w/participant & spectator issues prior to 

contacting Tukwila School District personnel. 
13. Monitors &/or coaching staff will immediately inform school district personnel 

when emergency and/or medical response is deemed necessary. 
• School district personnel will contact & coordinate w/fire, ambulance &/or police 

14. No food allowed on the turf or track.   
• This includes gum, sunflower seeds, shelled items & candy. 

15. The only acceptable drink for the track & field is water.   
• No Gatorade, PowerAide or any other sugar based drink. 

16. Spikes are not allowed in the stands or on the field at any time.  
17. Vending for your event must follow the guidelines set forth in your agreement 

with the school district.

Bus parking: 

            Buses should drop the team off at the stadium and park along the designated 
area marked for buses on the South side of Foster’s gym. The parking will be 
along 144th street where the cones are located.  

Do not park at the Showalter loading zone. 
 
There is no smoking allowed on school district property 
Please, if you must smoke, go to the outside of the fence on the city sidewalk at the south 
end of the stadium. Please do not park in fire zones or any area not specifically marked 
for vehicle parking.  Violators will be towed at their own expense without further warning. 
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
