3A – Monday, May 17th  
 

• Top 14 boys and 14 girls will qualify for the state tournament. 
• Note: Ties for final qualifying spot will be broken by a playoff. 
• No team or individual awards will be presented. 

 

1A – Monday, May 17th  
 

• Top 28 boys and 13 girls will qualify for Tri-District Tournament on Tuesday, May 18th at Eagles 
Pride Golf Course. 

• Note: Ties for final qualifying spot will be broken by a playoff. 
• No team or individual awards will be presented. 

 

2A – Tuesday, May 18th  
 

• Top 5 boys and 5 girls will qualify for state tournament. 
• Ties for the final qualifying spot will be broken by a playoff. 
• No team or individual awards will be presented. 

 

1A – Tuesday, May 18th 
 

• Top 34 boys and 19 girls will qualify for the state tournament. 
• Ties for the final qualifying spot and the 1st individual place will be broken by a playoff. 
• A medallion (pin) will be awarded to the top three individual finishers (boys and girls). 
• A ribbon will be awarded to the 4th through 8th place individual finishers. 
• A plaque will be awarded to the top team.  (see team scoring) 

 

Team Scoring 
Each of the finishers will be awarded a place, whether or not they represent a team.  A school represented 
by two or more individuals will be granted a team score according to the chart below. 

 

Place     Team Points 
1st Place     # of finishers plus 10 points 
2nd Place     # of finishers plus 5 points 
3rd Place     # of finishers  
4th Place     # of finishers less 2 points 
5th Place     # of finishers less 4 points 
6th Place thru last place   # of finishers, plus (+) 1 point, less their finishing place 
 
Team Tie-breakers: 
#1 – The school with the greater number of players.  If equal go to criteria #2. 
#2 – Remove the lowest scorer (team points) of each team involved in the tie and recalculate the team scores. 
#3 – Repeat #2 until the tie is broken. 
#4 – The teams shall remain tied.
