UMPIRE ASSIGNMENTS

This information is being provided at this time to give you an idea about the assigning process that will be used for the WCD 4A, 3A,
& 2A fastpitch tournaments to be held May 22-23 at Sprinker Recreation Center in Tacoma.

Game officials will be assigned to games in direct proportion to the number of teams serviced by their respective organization. This
determination will be completed on May 8th to the best of the Tournament Manager’s ability based on league standings. League
standings may slightly change the proportion, however the game allotments will not be changed at the last minute. Umpires will be
assigned by their respective assigning secretary and the Boards/Associations being used are shown below. Two umpires will be assigned
to each game however you may not necessarily be working with the same umpire from your Board/Association. Ken Laase, WWUA
Assignor, will serve as the Coordinator of Umpires for this tournament.

On Tuesday, May 12th the specific assignments will be either faxed or emailed to you. Please complete your assignments and email them
back to Marc Blau no later than Friday, May 15th. Please plan accordingly as we must have the assignments back by this time in order to
publish names of umpires in the tournament program. Thank you.

Please inform your umpires of the following:

1. The appropriate attire is shown below. Compliance is required otherwise they will not be allowed to umpire.

2. Umpires must check in with the tournament director 30 minutes prior to their scheduled game.

3. Umpires must be at the fields 15 minutes prior to their scheduled start time to begin the pre-game conference with the coaches, conduct
the coin flip, review ground rules, exchange lineups etc. Umpires will then administer the infield warm-up to ensure starting on time.

4. The coin flip will be called by the highest seeded team.

Attire Requirements —We will abide by the “state” requirements.

1. Gray slacks.

2. Light blue polo shirts with WOA patch.

3. Solid navy blue hat with no insignia.

4. Jacket-should be clearly part of the outfit but more latitude allowed between various Boards/Associations.
