SIGNS & SCHOOL BANNERS 
 
NO signs other than the official school banner will be allowed.  Halftime crash banners are 
allowed for team to run through.  Crash banners should display good sportsmanship and not be 
inflammatory or derogative in any manner to the opposite school.

BUSES 

 
Team buses and band buses will be parked in the Federal Way Stadium parking lot.  Notify the 
game manager if your school will be bringing student/adult rooter busses. 

 
DRESSING ROOMS 
   

HOME SCHOOL (TB) will dress in the WEST locker room. 
  VISITING SCHOOL (KW) will dress in the EAST locker room. 
  Locker rooms will not be secured while teams are on the field. 
MEDICAL 
   

Medical personnel will be on site.  Schools should have their own Team Doctor present.  Make 
arrangements for this person with the game manager. 

 
STUDENT CONDUCT 
 

As these games are school functions, students are expected to exercise good judgement in their 
conduct and dress.  UNACCEPTABLE CONDUCT IS CAUSE FOR EJECTION FROM 
THE PREMISES.  Artificial noisemakers, such as air horns, bells, whistles, etc. are prohibited, as 
is the throwing of confetti, and or other objects.  Megaphones are to be used by the cheer staff 
only.

SIDELINES  
 

Team benches are on the east sideline.  Home (TB) on the south bench and Visitor (KW) on the 
north (scoreboard) bench. 

   
The number of people on the sidelines is limited to: team members in uniform, coaches, and 
managers, team physician and trainers.  All other persons without sideline authorization from 
game manager will be escorted to grandstand. 

 
NO SEEDS OR FOOD OF ANY KIND ON TURF. SPORT DRINKS MUST BE KEPT ON 
THE TRACK, WATER ONLY IS ALLOWED ON THE PLAYING FIELD.  SCHOOLS 
VIOLATING THIS RULE WILL BE BILLED FOR CLEANUP COSTS.
