ICE

SIDELINES
Team benches will be located on the same side of the field (EAST) in accordance with
tournament standards.

The number of people on the sidelines is limited to: team members in uniform, coaches, and
managers, team physician and trainers. All other persons without sideline authorization from
game manager will be escorted to grandstand.

NO SEEDS OR FOOD OF ANY KIND ON TURF. SPORT DRINKS MUST BE KEPT ON
THE TRACK, WATER ONLY ISALLOWED ON THE PLAYING FIELD. SCHOOLS
VIOLATING THISRULE WILL BE BILLED FOR CLEANUP COSTS.

GAME BALL
Each team must provide two (2) legal game balls.
GAME JERSEYS
Home team (SPSL) will wear DARK colored jerseys and stockings.
Visiting team (NARROWS) will wear WHITE or LIGHT colored jerseys and stockings.
In the event of a similarity of color, the HOME TEAM shall be responsible for making the

necessary change.

PRE-GAME WARMUP

Home team (SPSL will warm up at South (Bethel HS) end of field.
Visiting Team (NARROWS) will warm up at North (Scoreboard) end of field.

PRE-GAME INTRODUCTIONS

All players on roster will be introduced 10 minutes before kick-off.

LAG CEREMONY / NATIONAL ANTHEM_
