Driving Directions to the Stadium

Take I-5 to the 56th Avenue exit West Travel West on 56th Street (it will become Cirque
Drive) for approximately 3.25 miles to Bridgeport Way. Turn right and proceed to 40th
Street. Turn left on to 40th Street and travel west through a 4-way stop and down the
hill. Curtis High School is on the right hand side. Spectators will turn into the second
drive past the CHS readerboard and enter through the main gate, south of the
main/home grandstand. The bus should continue past the high school and turn right
onto Olympic Drive. The bus will take a second right (Round-A-Bout) onto Grandview
Drive. The bus will take a third right turn just past Curtis Junior High School to access
the stadium. The team will unload at the field level west gate near the stadium
scoreboard.

Field
CHS Stadium playing surface is synthetic grass by FieldTurf. Soccer lines are marked
in yellow.

Team Benches

The team benches will be on the north side of the field in front of the visitor grandstand
(no spectators allowed in the visitor grandstand). Only participants (coaches, players,
managers, trainers, and cheer staff in uniform) will be allowed on the field.

Uniforms
The Home Team (Union HS) will wear light-colored jerseys. The Visiting Team (SPSL)
will wear dark-colored jerseys.

Dressing Rooms

The dressing rooms for teams are located in the Curtis High School Gym.
SPSL will be in the Boys Physical Education Locker room

Union HS will be in the Girl’s Physical Education Locker room

Locker rooms will be open at 5:30 PM. Rooms will be secured while teams are on the
field.

Pre-game Schedule

Teams will be allowed on the field no earlier than 6:15 PM. During the warm up period
referees will inspect equipment and meet with team captains. With one minute
remaining in the warm up period (1:00 on the scoreboard) teams should line up in front
of their respective benches.

Player Introductions

The starting line up for the Visiting Team will be introduced first. Each player should
proceed to the middle of the field and form a single line to the west (scoreboard side of
mid field) facing the main grandstand. They should remain in line while the home Team
is being introduced. After the introduction, both teams should remain in line and turn to
face the flag at the west end of the stadium for the playing of the National Anthem or
reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance. Upon completion teams should return to their
respective benches.

Medical Services

the games.
